What is a Protected Bike Lane? 5

ÅA protected bike lane is a physically 
separated space designated for 
bicycle use.  

ÅSeparation mid-block by vertical 
posts, curb, or adjacent parking

ÅNo separation at intersections

ÅConflicts minimized through:

ÅSignalization

ÅTraffic control

ÅPavement markings



Why Install Protected Bike Lanes? 6

ÅResearch has shown that protected bike lanes can triple ridership

ÅHigher degree of user comfort

ÅAttracts ñinterested but concernedò riders

ÅProvides greater clarity to cyclists and motorists

ÅCan eliminate conflicts between bicycles and parking cars

ÅProvide adequate space and removes the danger of ñcar dooringò
